What better way to welcome a new little one
into the world than with a quilt filled with
blessings for a wonderful life. Make it your
own by choosing your own color theme.
Make it green and yellow or mostly blue with
a touch of green or yellow and if it's a girl
you're expecting then make it a pink quilt. No
matter what color you choose, it will be a
memorable gift filled with love.

Fabric Requirements (49" x 49"):
Yardage is based on 42" wide fabric.

» layard each of 8 different fabrics

* 13gyards for border and blocks

* l2yard for binding

* 2 gyards for backing

Cutting Directions (49" x49"):

All strips are cut across the width of the fabric (wof)

unless otherwise stated. The width of the fabric is from
selvage to selvage.

From each of the 8 background fabrics cut:
e [ strip, 4 /2" wide x wof
© subcutinto (9) 4 /2" x 3" rectangles and
(4) 3" squares

* from remaining fabric, cut an additional (4)
3" squares

From the border fabric cut:
* 4 strips, 5 /2" wide x length of fabric

e fussy cut (36) 4 /2" squares

From the binding fabric cut:
e 5 strips, 3" wide x wof
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Fabric Requirements (36" x 36"):
e 7" x 20" each of 8 different fabrics

* 1 1ayards for border and blocks
* l2yard for binding
* 1 Vayards for backing

Cutting Directions (36" x36"):
From each of the 8 background
fabrics cut:
e [ strip, 4 /2" wide x wof
Y subcut into (4) 4 1/2" x 3" rectangles
and (2) 3" squares

From the border fabric cut:
* 4 strips, 5 /2" wide x length of fabric

e fussy cut (16) 4 /2" squares

From the binding fabric cut:
e 4 strips, 3" wide x wof

Block Assembly:

All seams are sewn with a /4" seam allowance.

2. Sew the block together N

working across in rows. Press seams toward
the darker fabric. Sew the two rows together
and press seam to one side.

3. Repeat steps 1 and 2 for remaining blocks.

Quilt Assembly:

I. For the larger quilt, arrange the 36 blocks
INto six rows with six blocks each. For the
smaller quilt, arrange 16 blocks into four rows
with four blocks in each row. Turn and swap
the blocks until you are happy with the over-
all arrangement.



2. Sew the blocks together, working across in
rows. Press seams in opposite directions from
row to row. Sew the rows together and press
seams to one side.

Adding the Borders:

Because | choose to use a printed stripe for the border,
I mitered the corners. Mitered corners may not be the
quickest but they can look stunning in the right fabric.

If you choose NOT to miter the corners:

I. For the large quilt, cut (2) 5 /2" x 39 1/2" and
(2) 5 1/2' x 49 /2 rectangles from the 5 /2
border stripe fabric.

For the smaller quilt, cut (2) 5 /2" x 26 /2" and
(2) 5 /2" x 36 /2" rectangles from the 5 /2
border stripe fabric.

2. Sew the shorter pieces to the sides of the
quilt top, pressing seams toward the border
fabric. Sew the remaining border pieces to
the top and bottom, pressing seams toward
the border.

If you choose to miter the corners:
I. Find the center of each side of the quilt top
and 4 border strips — mark with a pin.

For the larger quilt, measure 19 3/4" on each
side of the center pin and mark with a pin in
the border strips.

For the smaller quilt, measure 13 /4" on each
side of the center pin and mark with a pin in
the border strips.

2. Pin two border strips to the top and bottom
of the quilt top matching centers. Match the
ends of the quilt top to the remaining pins in
the border fabric.
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3. Sew the borders to the top and bottom,
starting and stopping /4" from the ends and
packstitching to secure. Press seams toward
the border fabric.

4. Sew the remaining two border strips to the
sides of the quilt top following steps 2 and 3.
Press seam allowances toward the border.

that the right sides of e
the border strips are RS R TEE
facing one another — L& T S8 et
creating a 45 degree 1 S
angle.

of the 45 degree angle is at the corner
of the quilt top. Press to crease fabric.

/. Pin the ends of the two border strips
together. Fold the edge of the quilt back, pin
the border strips together a few more times
to secure along the pressed crease.

8. Sew corner together by sewing in the
pressed crease. | find it easier to sew from
the quilt top out toward the edge. Open up
the quilt top corner to check that everything
is correct. Make any corrections if necessary
otherwise trim the ends of the border strips
off to a /4" seam allowance. Press seam
allowance to one side. Repeat for remaining
three corners.

Finishing Directions:
I. For the larger quilt, the backing fabric will
need to be pieced to fit the quilt.

Measure 55" along the length of the fabric and
cut. Measure and cut | strip, 16" by the width
of the fabric. Cut the selvage off the strip. Cut a
16" square from the remaining fabric. Sew the
16" square to the 16" wide strip, press seam to
one side. Sew the pieced 16" strip to one of
the 55" long sides. Press seam to one side.

2. Layer the quilt top with backing and batting.
Baste. Quilt as desired. Trim off extra batting
and backing fabric even with the edge of the
quilt border. Sew on the binding.
